(b) A caravan is defined as a vehicle built or permanently adapted for use as a mobile temporary
dwelling.

(c)  Motorhomes must be of approved makes specially designed or specially adapted for such
purpose.

(d)  If your caravan, motorhome or trailer tent is of a non-proprietary make, a photograph or
illustration should be provided.
